Remember who you are taking the pictures for.

Are they for yourself and your memories

Are they for commercial purposes.

Are they for competitions.

Usually they are mostly for fun, for yourself and your memories and of course the occasional good one for a competition.

Some things to look out for:

1. Find a good viewpoint.

Watch out for the foreground, the middle ground and the 
      background to make interesting pics.

2. Control perspective, size of objects with respect to each other.

3. Look out to create an illusion of depth and distance.


4. Use available light to create atmosphere. ( A tripod is usually a better solution than a flash)

5. Time of day makes a big difference. Get up early, stay out late.

6. You can still shoot after dark, look for lit streets, buildings, car trails etc.

7. Make use of great skies, use filters such as a polarizer etc.

8. Bad weather can be good, make use of fog, mist, rain, wind, blazing sun, make the elements work for you. Remember Photographers are tough, tough, tough.
